Q. (a)	Whether it is a fact that there are 490 posts of Professor/Associate Professor/Assistant Professor in Jawaharlal Nehru University (JNU), New Delhi, out of this, only 14 teachers are STs, 31 are SCs and only 2 teachers belong to OBC;

Action Taken/Status:

a) Out of 22 posts, for 15 posts either no application received or the applications received were not shortlisted, as the candidates did not fulfill the eligibility criteria.  These 15 posts were re-advertised in April 2012, vide Advt. No. RC/43/2012.

b) For 03 posts applications have been received and processed.

c) As on date 06 PH candidates have been selected 

d) 13 posts for which suitable candidates not found were re-advertised in July, 2013 vide Advt. No. RC/45/2013 (Second/Third Attempt)

a) Out of 83 posts, 67 candidates have so far been selected.

b) For 14 posts, no suitable candidate have been found out of 14 posts, 12 posts were re-advertised in July 2013 vide Advt. No. RC/45/2013.

c) By the end of August, 2013, Selection Committee meetings for the remaining 02 posts shall be held.

c) Scrutiny/shortlisting for the remaining posts is under process.  

d) By 31st March, 2014, we expect to complete the recruitment process for these 164 posts.

Ans. (d) 	Steps taken by the Jawaharlal Nehru University is as given against answer (c) above.

     Q. (e)	By when the whole procedure is likely to be completed? 

Ans. (e)	The whole procedure is a time consuming process. However, Advertisement for  30  posts (including 13 backlog vacancies reserved for PH  category and  12 backlog vacancies at the level of Assistant Professor has been advertised on 20th July 2013 vide Advt.
