The Centre offers M.A., M.Phil and Ph.D. in Hindi.  	

    ii)	Special Centre for Sanskrit Studies was set up in the year 2000 to undertake research and teaching in Sanskrit Studies directed towards relating Indian knowledge systems both to contemporary Indian reality and contemporary western thought. The initial focus is on Philosophy; grammar as reflected in Sanskrit. The Centre offers M.A., M.Phil and Ph.D. Programme in Sanskrit.
