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HIGHLIGHTS

Jawaharlal Nehru University, established in 1966, is a fitting National Memorial to Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru, a great
statesman and visionary, and the first Prime Minister of India. Formally inaugurated on 14 November 1969 by Shri V.
V. Giri, the then President of India, the University laid down the following objectives for itself:

to disseminate and advance knowledge, wisdom and understanding by teaching and research; and
by the example and influence of its corporate life to promote the study of the principles for which
Jawaharlal Nehru worked during his life-time, namely national integration, social justice,
secularism, a democratic way of life, international understanding and a scientific approach to the
problems of society.

Towards this end, the University was entrusted with the task of:

fostering the composite culture of India through the establishment of such departments or institutions as may be
required for the study and development of the languages, arts and culture of India;

taking special measures to encourage students and teachers from all over India to join the University and participate
in its academic programmes;

promoting awareness and understanding of the social needs of the country in the students and teachers and prepare
them for fulfilling such needs;

making special provision for integrated courses in humanities, social science and science and technology in the
educational programmes of the University;

taking appropriate measures for promoting interdisciplinary studies in the University;

establishing such departments or institutions as may be necessary for the study of languages, literature and life of
foreign countries with a view to inculcating an international understanding and holistic perspective amongst
students; and

providing facilities for students and teachers from various countries to participate in the academic programmes and
activities of the University.

Major Achievements as reported in JNU News

The contribution of Prof. Alok Bhattacharya, School of Life Sciences, was selected for the Visitor’s Award for Best
Research, 2016. The award was presented by the Hon’ble President of India at the Rashtrapati Bhavan Cultural
Centre auditorium.

The contribution of Prof. Rakesh Bhatnagar, School of Biotechnology was selected for the Visitor’s Award for Best
Innovation, 2016. The award presented by the Hon’ble President of India at the Rashtrapti Bhawan Cultural Centre
auditorium.

Prof. Dinesh Mohan, School of Environmental Sciences, was selected for the prestigious “Thomson Reuters 2015
list of Highly Cited Researchers”. This is the second time in a row that he has been selected as a highly cited
researcher. Professor Mohan published over 100 articles and received more than 14,500 citations with a factor of 47.
Prof. Girish Nath Jha, Special Centre for Sanskrit Studies, was awarded the Kashmir Education Culture and Science
Society (KECSS) Felicitation Award.-2016 for the revival and development of Sharada Script. He received the
award on 26 February, 2016.

On April 4, 2016, the Union Human Resource Development Minister released the ‘India Rankings 2016°. This first-
of-its-kind indigenous ranking framework for higher educational institutions has named the top 100 Indian
universities and also Engineering, Management and Pharmacy institutes. As per the National Institutional Ranking
Framework (NIRF), the Jawaharlal Nehru University (JNU) is ranked as country’s third best university.

The Centre for the Study of Social Systems (CSSS), JNU has been ranked number 51 in the world this year (2015-16)
in the QS World rankings by subject. The Centre has moved up by 7 points since last year and thereby has achieved
the distinction of being the country’s best sociology department for two consecutive years. The Centre is one of the
largest departments of sociology in India with a faculty strength of 19 and a student body of around 450. About 35
students are awarded M. Phil. degree and 25 students submit their doctoral thesis every year on a range of socially
relevant themes.




JNU signed a Memorandum of Agreement (MoA) with the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change
(MoEFCC) for the transfer of operations and management of academic activities of the National Institute of Animal
Welfare, presently with the MoEFCC, to JNU. The MoA was signed by the Vice Chancellor, Prof. M. Jagadesh
Kumar on behalf of JNU and Mr. Anil Sant, Joint Secretary, on behalf of MoEFCC, in the presence of Smt. Smriti
Zubin Irani, Hon’ble Minister, Human Resource Development and Shri Prakash Javadekar, Hon’ble Minister,
Environment Forest and Climate Change, in the conference hall of the Ministry of HRD at Shastri Bhavan.The MoA
will empower JNU to venture into this new area of animal welfare, with six 1-month certification courses and one 6-
month diploma course to begin with, to be followed after 1 year with a Master’s level course. Courses based purely
on various aspects of animal welfare will be conducted for the first time in the country to recognize animals as
sentient beings, and to promote their welfare as animal welfare. JNU with its strong presence in the social sciences
was considered the best institution to carry forward this task, to evolve statutory procedures and engage social efforts
to promote physical and material well-being of animals.

JNU was ranked at 2" position by The Week — Hansa Research survey 2016 which ranks India’s best
multidisciplinary and technical universities.

The Government of India appointed Prof. M. Jagadesh Kumar, Vice Chancellor, Jawaharlal Nehru University as a
Member of University Grants Commission (UGC). Prof. Kumar, who earlier worked as a Professor at IIT Delhi said
“Research and Innovation are the backbone of any developed society. One way to motivate students to get interested
in Science is to expose them to research at an early stage in their education. Universities should play a proactive role
in strengthening their research programs.”

Prof. R. Madhubala, School of Life Sciences, was awarded “National Women Bioscientist Award 2015 (Senior
Category) by the Ministry of Science & Technology, Department of Biotechnology, Government of India for her
excellent research and applying the results for benefit of society, to higher education and academic research.

Dr. Md. Qutbuddin, Assistant Professor, Centre of Arabic and African Studies, School of Language, Literature and
Culture Studies, was awarded the Presidential award “Maharshi Badrayan Vyas Samman”, for the year 2016 in
recognition of his outstanding contributions to the field of Arabic language and Literature. The “Maharshi Badrayan
Vyas Samman” distinction is conferred each year, on Independence Day, in recognition of the substantial
contributions made by scholars in the field of Sanskrit, Persian, Arabic and Pali/Prakrit to young scholars below 45
years of age. The Presidential award includes a Certificate of honour, a memento and a one-time cash grant of Rs.1
lakh.

Prof. Meeta Narain, Centre of Russian Studies, School of Language, Literature & Culture Studies, received
the Education Award for Excellence - 2016, awarded by Confederation of Education Excellence (CEE), at a function
held to mark the Teachers Day. This award is given annually to teachers from Universities all over India in
recognition of their contribution in the field of Higher Education. The award was presented by Mr. Manish Sisodia,
Dy. CM of Delhi.

Dr. Ramesh C Gaur, University Librarian, was appointed as a Member of the International Consultative Committee
of “Digital Dunhuang”, with the term of three years from October, 2016 to October, 2019

Prof. H.B. Bohidar, School of Physical Sciences and Special Center for Nanosciences, was selected for Bharat Vikas
Award for the year 2016. Prof. Bohidar has been selected by the Institute of Self Reliance for excellent contribution
made to the field of Science education in general, and Nanoscience and Nanotechnology, in particular. The award was
presented on the occasion of World Human Rights Day on 10 December, 2016 in Bhubaneswar, Odisha.

Prof. Saumitra Mukherjee, Professor of Geology and Remote Sensing, School of Environmental Sciences, received
the INC-IAH awards 2016 for outstanding work in Indian Hydrogeology. The award is based on Excellence in
Groundwater Science. Professor Saumitra Mukherjee has done extensive work in Groundwater Science and
Hydrogeology since 1985 when he joined in Central Groundwater Board, Eastern region, Kolkata to explore
Groundwater in Sikkim, Himalayas, Andaman Nicobar Islands and Sundarban Delta. Besides teaching and guiding in
JNU, he implemented the concept of rainwater harvesting in JNU, RR Hospital, IGNOU and various other places of
Delhi to solve the drinking water problem and lead to Eco conservation.

Prof. Chaman Lal, Retired Professor from School of Languages, Literature and Culture Studies, was nominated as
member of Panjab University Chandigarh for four years by Honorable Vice President of India as Chancellor of
Panjab University for four years from 1* December, 2016.

Jawaharlal Nehru University won the ‘Visitors Award’ for the best Central University in India. This is the third
edition of the awards which were instituted in 2015 to promote healthy competition among universities.

Prof. P. A. George, Centre for Japanese Studies, School of Language, Literature and Culture Studies, was bestowed
with the Foreign Minister’s Commendation for the Year 2016, Government of Japan, for his outstanding contribution
to the development of Japanese Studies in India. The Ambassador of Japan presented the award to Prof. George in a
formal ceremony organized by the Embassy of Japan in New Delhi on 14™ February 2017.
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The JNU Team participated in 9th Delhi state para Athletics Meet at Thyagraj Stadium New Delhi from 6 — 8
February, 2017. Eight medals were bagged by the six-member JNU team. The medal winners were:

a. Nidhi Mishra (M.Phil/PhD-CHS/SSS) - Gold in Discus Throw, Gold in Shot Put, Gold in 100m

b. Jeetu Kanwar (PhD, CSMCH/SSS) - Gold in 400m, Silver in Long Jump, Silver in Javelin throw

c¢. Jyoti Singh (M.Phil/Ph.D, SIS) - Silver in Discus throw, Bronze in Shot Put

In the selection trials held at Bahalgarh, Sonipat, Haryana from 8 to 9 February, 2017, Nidhi Mishra of JNU
qualified in Discus throw for the China Open Athletic Championships held in April 2017. Nidhi Mishra holds the
current national record in Discus throw event in B-1 category since 2015.

Jawaharlal Nehru University has been adjudged as second best institution in the category of top universities, while the
university has been ranked at number six in the overall university ranking. This time the ministry has released ranking
under five categories — Overall, Colleges, Universities, Management and Engineering. JNU, which was at the third
position in the last ranking has been ranked second this year in ‘Universities’ category.-

Prof. Sadhana Naithani, Centre for German Studies, SLL&CS, has been elected President of the International
Society for Folk Narrative Research (ISFNR: www.isfnr.org). The ISFNR is a global organization of scholars of
traditional and contemporary forms of folk narrative.

Centre for Studies in Science Policy, School of Social Sciences, JNU is among the Top Science and Technology
Think Tanks in the 2016 Global Go To Think Tank Index Report, published by the Think Tanks and Civil Society
Program (TTCSP) of University of Pennsylvania, USA.

ADMISSIONS

The University admits students through an entrance examination which is conducted at 77 Centres in various parts of the
country and at one Centre outside India, i.e. Kathmandu, Nepal. Admission announcements are made in all major
national and regional newspapers in English and Indian languages. Admissions are made against a fixed number of seats
in each programme of study, on the basis of merit in the admission test.

The University also conducts a Combined Entrance Test in M.Sc. Biotechnology, M.Sc (Agri.)/M.V.Sc, and M.Tech
(Biotechnology) on behalf of 53 Institutes and Universities, including JNU.

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UNIVERSITY LIBRARY

One of the indispensible infrastructural supports for an academic community is the library. The library is under major
renovation and has become a intellectual hub for the campus. The library procured 999 printed books and 15 e-Books
worth Rs. 18,44,337/- and Rs. 4,08,048/- respectively. The library received 1091 books worth Rs. 5,01,860/- as Gifts/
Gratis. Similarly, EXIM Bank Library procured 239 books worth Rs 12,30,925/- during the year. The library subscribed
to 213 print and online Journals and 61 online databases. Besides this, the Central Library also got access to 22 databases
from UGC Infonet Consortia.

UGC - HUMAN RESOURCE DEVELOPMENT CENTRE

Established in 1989, the Academic Staff College (renamed as the Human Resource Development Centre) has been
conducting specific Refresher Courses for college and university teachers in International Relations, Social Sciences,
Language & Literature Studies, Computer Sciences, Life Sciences, Environmental Sciences, Physics and Biotechnology.
It also conducts Orientation Courses in Social and Natural Sciences.

Senior faculty members act as Course Coordinators and scholars from JNU and other institutes act as resource persons.
Eleven Refresher and five Orientation courses were held during the current year.

ADVANCED INSTRUMENTATION RESEARCH FACILITY (AIRF)

The Advanced Instrumentation Research Facility (AIRF) was set up by the university with the state of the art analytical
equipments for research in Physical, Biological, Chemical and Environmental Sciences. The Time Resolved Luminescence/
Fluorescence Spectrometer that is one of the analytical equipments of AIRF was installed in the facility in the reporting period
and is in regular operation.

The instruments housed in the AIRF are Transmission Electron Microscope (TEM), Scanning Electron Microscope (SEM),
Gas Chromatograph Mass Spectrometer (GCMS), Flow Cytometer and Cell Sorter, Circular Dichroism (CD) Spectrometer
with Stop Flow, X-ray Diffraction (XRD), Surface Plasmon Resonance (SRR), Liquid Nitrogen Plant, TEM & SEM Sample
Preparation Laboratory, Inverted Research Fluorescence Microscope, Manual Hydraulic Press for FTIR, Muffle Furnace,
Mixed Signal Oscilloscope, Critical point Dryer, Turbo Freeze Dryer with liquid nitrogen fed cold stage etc.

UNIVERSITY BODIES

The regulating bodies responsible for the functioning of the University are the University Court, the Executive Council,
the Academic Council and Statutory Committees such as the Finance Committee.

University Court

The Court is the supreme authority of the University and meets once a year, on a date fixed by the Executive Council, to
consider a report on the working of the University during the previous year together with a statement on the receipts and
expenditure, the balance sheet as audited and the budget for the next financial year. The Court is vested with the powers
to review the acts of the Executive Council and Academic Council (save when these authorities have not acted in
accordance with the powers conferred upon them under the Act, the Statutes and the Ordinances) and to exercise the
powers of the University not otherwise provided in the Act or the Statutes.

University Court Meeting - 5 December, 2016

The University Court in its meeting on 5 December, 2016 received the Annual Report on the working of the University
for the period 1 April, 2015 to 31 March, 2016 with a statement of receipt and expenditure and statement of assets and
liabilities as audited for the financial year 2015-2016 and also the budget for the financial year 2016-2017.



Executive Council

The Executive Council is the executive body and is inter alia vested with the powers to make appointments of the
members of the faculty and other group ‘A’ officers on the recommendations of the Selection Committees, fix their
emoluments and define their duties. The Executive Council is also vested with the powers to maintain discipline amongst
the teaching and non-teaching employees in accordance with the provisions of Statutes and Ordinances and manage and
regulate the finances, accounts and other administrative affairs of the University.

During the year under review the Executive Council deliberated upon various administrative and academic matters and
took important decisions. It also considered and approved action taken by the Vice-Chancellor on matters of urgent
nature in exercise of the powers conferred upon him in terms of the Statutes/Ordinances. The Council also approved the
action taken by the Vice-Chancellor in approving the recommendations of various Selection Committees for faculty and
non-teaching appointments.

Academic Council

The Academic Council is the top academic body of the University and is inter alia vested with the powers to propose
establishment of Departments, Special Centres and specialized laboratories to the Executive Council. The Academic
Council is also vested with the powers to recommend to the Executive Council the creation and abolition of teaching
posts, their classifications, draft ordinances on admissions and examinations, appointment of examiners and fixation of
their fees, conferment of honorary degrees and proposals for instituting fellowships, scholarships etc. The Academic
Council is further vested with the power to recognize diplomas and degrees of other Universities/Institutions, appoint
Committees for admission to the University, make arrangements for the conduct of examinations, fixing dates for holding
them and declaring results of various University exams etc.

Finance Committee

The Finance Committee is a statutory body of the University. It considers the Budget and Expenditure proposals, all
proposals for new/additional posts, accounts of the University, the Audit Report and all other financial and accounting
matters. Its recommendations go for approval of the Executive Council.

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The Legend

A university stands for humanism, for tolerance, for reason, for the adventure of ideas and
for the search of truth. It stands for the onward march of the human race towards ever
higher objectives. If the universities discharge their duties adequately, then it is well with
the Nation and the People.

This visionary statement by the first Prime Minister of Independent India on the occasion of the diamond jubilee
celebration of Allahabad University on 13 December, 1947, reflects the great importance that Jawaharlal Nehru attached
to university education in India. He firmly believed that universities could play a crucial role in shaping and
strengthening the life of a nation by inculcating in their students the cardinal values in which he believed.

As a fitting tribute to his vision, Jawaharlal Nehru University was established in 1966 under the JNU Act, 1966 (53 of
1966). As a further mark of respect, the University was formally inaugurated by the late Sh. V. V. Giri, the then President
of India, on the birthday of Panditji on 14 November 1969, which also coincided with the birth centenary year of
Mahatma Gandhi.

The University’s objectives are:

to disseminate and advance knowledge wisdom and understanding, by teaching and research;
and by the example and influence of its corporate life to promote the study of the principles for
which Jawaharlal Nehru worked during his life-time, namely national integration, social
justice, secularism, democratic way of life, international understanding and a scientific
approach to the problems of society.

Towards this end, the University was entrusted with the task of:

» fostering the composite culture of India through the establishment of such departments or institutions as may be
required for the study and development of the languages, arts and culture of India;

» taking special measures to encourage students and teachers from all over India to join the University and participate
in its academic programmes;

* promoting awareness and understanding of the social needs of the country in the students and teachers and prepare
them for fulfilling such needs;

* making special provision for integrated courses in humanities, social science and science and technology in the
educational programmes of the University;

» taking appropriate measures for promoting interdisciplinary studies in the University;

The uniqueness of JINU is evident from its basic philosophy, policies and programmes which are spelt out and embodied
in the University Act. Accordingly, the University has always striven to evolve such policies and programmes of study
as would be a qualitative and distinct addition to the national resource base in higher education instead of reflecting mere
quantitative expansions of the existing facilities. The University thus has been concentrating on programmes that are of
relevance to national progress and development. In this regard, the University has taken the following initiatives:

* A conscious effort has been made to promote ideas of national integration, secularism, scientific outlook,
cosmopolitan and humanistic approach towards life.

*  The national character of the University has been maintained by selecting students and faculty from all regions of the
country.



An interdisciplinary approach to teaching and research has been promoted in recognition of the fact that knowledge
is indivisible and, accordingly, a structure of Schools and Centres of teaching has been established.

The emphasis on teaching and research in non-conventional areas has ensured that duplication of facilities available
in other universities is avoided as far as possible.

Care has been taken to establish a model School of Language Teaching and Research in Indian as well as foreign
languages with well-equipped language laboratories and Centres, where the study of the literature, culture and
civilization of the countries concerned becomes feasible and effective.

A system has been evolved whereby main academic decisions, such as the courses to be taught, their content and the
methods of evaluation, are taken by the teachers themselves.

Admissions are made entirely on merit through an open all-India Entrance Examination, held at 77 centres across the
country and one centre abroad.

In accordance with the policy of the Government of India, the University provides reservations in both students’
admissions and faculty recruitment.

There is a liberal provision for merit-cum-means scholarships/fellowships. Students as well as faculty members are
provided with financial support to undertake field trips in connection with their research both within the country and
abroad.

Participation in exchange programmes with universities/institutes abroad is encouraged to promote international
understanding. The University has signed Memoranda of Understanding with a large number of foreign universities
and institutions.

A Grievance Redressal Committee has been set up to promote cordial relations between the students and the
University administration.

In order to create the right social ambience and to meet the security concerns of the JNU community, the University
has established a Gender Sensitization Committee against Sexual Harassment (GSCASH).

A number of Chairs, like the B.R. Ambedkar Chair, Nelson Mandela Chair, Appadorai Chair, Rajiv Gandhi Chair,
RBI Chair, SBI Chair, Chair in Greek Studies have been established.

The University has been organising successfully the combined Biotechnology Entrance Examination for admission
to M.Sc. in Biotechnology, M.Sc. in Agriculture Biotechnology, M.V.Sc. (Animal) Biotechnology and M.Tech.
programme in Biotechnology of 54 participating universities for a number of years. This entrance examination is
conducted all over the country.

The University was envisioned as essentially a post-graduate teaching and research institution. The Academic Advisory

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ACADEMIC SESSION 2016-2017 (ADMISSIONS AND STUDENT STRENGTH)

The JNU Entrance Examination for admission to various programmes of study was conducted from 16 to 19 May, 2016
at 77 centres located in the following 30 States/Union Territories: Andhra Pradesh, Arunachal Pradesh, Assam, Bihar,
Chandigarh, Chattisgarh, Delhi, Gujarat, Goa, Himachal Pradesh, Jammu and Kashmir, Jharkhand, Karnataka, Kerala,
Madhya Pradesh, Maharashtra, Manipur, Meghalya, Mizoram, Nagaland, Orissa, Pondicherry, Punjab, Rajasthan,
Sikkim, Tripura, Tamil Nadu, Uttaranchal, Uttar Pradesh and West Bengal. In addition, it was also conducted at one
centre in a SAARC country i.e. Kathmandu (Nepal).

Total 74,966 (73,430 online and 1536 through OMR) completed applications forms were received. Based on the
options exercised by the applicants, the total number worked out to 1,18,830 options exercised by candidates in the
entrance examination for various disciplines/ subjects/programmes of study.

Based on the performance of the candidates in the entrance examination and the merit lists prepared in accordance
with the provisions of the University's admission policy, 3079 candidates were offered admission to various
programmes of study, out of which 2183 candidates joined.

As against the statutory requirement of 22.5% reservation for SC and ST candidates (15% SC and 7.5% ST) 20.22%
candidates (13.52% in SC category and 6.83% in ST category) belonging to these categories joined the University,
respectively.

As against the requirement of 3% reservations for Physically Challenged candidates, 2.01% candidates joined the
University.

Of the total of 2183 candidates admitted to various programmes of studies,

e 886 were admitted to M.Phil/Ph.D, M.Tech/Ph.D., Pre-Ph.D/Ph.D, MPH/Ph.D; and 915 to MA/M.Sc./MCA.
The remaining 382 were admitted to BA (Hons.) in foreign languages;

As against reservation of 27% for OBC candidates, 26.59% OBC candidates joined the university.

The candidates admitted to various programmes passed their qualifying examinations from 410 Indian Universities/
Institutions /Boards.

Of the total 2183 candidates, 941 came from the lower and middle income groups whose parents' income was less
than Rs. 12000/- per month and 1235 from the higher income group with an income over Rs. 12001/- per month. As
regards the rural-urban composition of the students, was 962 & 1219 respectively. Further, only 1016 candidates had
their schooling in public schools and 1167 came from other schools.

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COMBINED ENTRANCE EXAMINATION

As in the past, this year also the University conducted the combined Biotechnology Entrance test on 19 May, 2016 at 76
centres all over the country for admission to M.Sc. (Biotechnology), M.Sc. (Agri.)/M.V. Sc. and M.Tech (Biotechnology)
programmes on behalf of 53 participating universities (including JNU).

A total number of 6343 application forms [M.Sc (Biotechnology) 5246; M.Sc. (Agri.)/M.V.Sc. 585; and M.Tech
(Biotechnology) 512] were received, out of which 4576 candidates [M.Sc (Biotechnology), M.Sc. (Agri.) - 481, M.V.Sc.
— 15; and M.Tech (Biotechnology) - 360] appeared. Based on the performance of the candidates in the Entrance
Examination, 455 candidates [M.Sc. (Biotech), M.Sc (Agri.) - 138, M.V.Sc - 9 and M.Tech (Biotechnology) - 56] were
offered admission in the programme, of various participating Universities, for the academic year 2016 — 2017.

PART-TIME PROGRAMMES IN THE SCHOOL OF LANGUAGE, LITERATURE
AND CULTURE STUDIES

A total of 825 completed application forms were received for admission to part-time Diploma/Certificate programmes of
study in the School. As many as 136 candidates joined these programmes: 79 for COP, 22 for DOP and 35 for ADOP.

STUDENT STRENGTH

The total strength of students on the rolls of the University as on 31 August, 2016 was 8732. The break-up for various
programmes indicated that 5432 students were doing research, 2256 were pursuing post-graduate studies (i.e.
M.A./M.Sc./MCA), and 904 were pursuing under-graduate studies and 140 part time undergraduate level studies.

ADMISSION PROCESS

Admission to various programmes of study is regulated by policy and procedure approved by the Academic Council of
the University from time to time.

The approximate number of seats available in each programme of study (including M.Phil./Ph.D. programmes) is decided
by the Academic Council on the recommendations of the Centres/Schools concerned. The intake of candidates
considered for direct admission to the Ph. D. programme is over and above the intake prescribed by the Centres/Schools
for M.Phil./Ph. D. programmes.
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Reservation in admissions: The University provides 22.50% reservation for SC and ST students (15% for SC and
7.50% for ST,) 27% for OBC category and 3% for the physically challenged. Over and above the intake fixed for each
programme, 15% of seats are also reserved for foreign nationals. Of this quota of 15%, upto 7.5% of seats are reserved
for those appearing in the entrance examination and the remaining 7.5% for candidates applying from abroad whose
cases are considered in absentia. The ratio is interchangeable if necessary.

Admission Notice: The admission notification is published all over India through advertisements in leading newspapers
and employment news around the second week of February every year.

Written test: The written test for admission to various programmes of study is held at various centres all over the
country in the third week of May every year. A question paper of three hours duration is set for each programme or each
set of programmes of study. The tests are spread over four days, with two sessions of three hours on each day. Admission
is made purely on merit, taking into account the candidate’s performance in the written examination and the viva-voce,
wherever prescribed. The written test (wherever viva-voce is prescribed) carries 70 marks.

Eligibility requirements for appearing in the entrance test: The eligibility criteria (for both general and reserved
category candidates) for appearing in the entrance examination are formulated as per the guidelines laid down by the
University in this regard. Candidates who are appearing in their respective qualifying examinations are also permitted to
appear in the entrance examination. In the event of selection, however, their admission is subject to their passing and
securing the prescribed percentage of marks in the qualifying examination and submission of all documents, including
the final marksheet of the qualifying examination at the time of admission. The last date for admission to any programme
of study is 14 August and no admission is permitted thereafter.

Viva-voce examination: Candidates seeking admission to M.Phil./Ph.D./Pre-Ph.D. programmes and MA programmes in
foreign languages (other than English) are required to appear for a viva-voce examination which is assigned 30% marks.
Only those candidates who have secured a minimum of 35% marks for General Category, 31.5% marks for OBC
Category, and 25% marks for SC/ST/PH Category for research programme and 25% marks for General category, 22.5%
for OBC category and 15% for SC/ST/PH category for MA Programme in foreign languages in the written test are
eligible to be called for the viva-voce examination. The percentage of marks is, however, 10% less in respect of
candidates belonging to OBC category. The maximum number of candidates called for the viva-voce examination in each
programme of study is normally not more than three times the number of seats approved by the Academic Council.

Selection of candidates: Separate merit lists are prepared for General Category, SC, ST, PC and OBC candidates and
foreign nationals for each course/programme of study. Final selection of candidates is made on the basis of their infer se
merit in their respective categories based on their performance in the written test and viva-voce examination (wherever
prescribed) and the score of deprivation points (wherever applicable).

Registration: The candidates who are selected for admission are required to complete all registration formalities within
the time schedule drawn up by the university.

University Bodies

The University has certain regulatory bodies responsible for its functioning. These include the University Court, the
Executive Council, the Academic Council and the Finance Committee.

University Court

University Court is the highest authority of the University and meets once in a year to consider Annual Report, Annual
Accounts, Audited Reports and Budget of the University. It has powers to review the acts of the Executive Council and
the Academic Council (save when these authorities have acted in accordance with the powers conferred upon them under
the Act, the Statutes and the Ordinances of the University) and shall exercise all the powers of the University not
otherwise provided for by this Act or the Statutes.

The last annual meeting of the University Court was held on 5 December, 2016. It received the Annual Report on the
working of the University for the period from 1 April, 2015 to 31 March, 2016 with a statement of Receipt and
Expenditure and statement of Assets and Liabilities as audited for the financial year 2015-16 and Revised Estimates for
2016-17. In pursuance of the directives from the MHRD and UGC and the decision of Finance Committee of the
University, the annual accounts of the University have been prepared on the basis of accrual system of accounting.

The Vice-Chancellor, at the outset, on behalf of the University, welcomed the Chancellor, Dr. K. Kasturirangan,
members of the Court especially Hon'ble Members of Parliament, other distinguished members of the Court and Officers
of the University.

The Vice-Chancellor apprised the Court in brief of the following developments, initiatives and achievements of the
University:-

Besides evolving innovative programs of study and courses, teaching, guiding and conducting research beyond the
conventional bonds of their areas of specialization, members of faculty of JNU are engaged in writing and editing
books, contributing chapters to volumes, publishing papers and articles, organizing and participating in seminars,
conferences and workshops, delivering lectures and managing research projects. JNU encourages its research
students to participate in national and international conferences/seminars/ workshops and sports competitions by
providing partial financial support to enable them to present their papers, etc. During 2015-16, the combined output

Global Studies Programme, CSSS/SSS- GSP 2015 activities: The 2015-16 batch of GSP consisting of 35 students
arrived in January 2016, of which 23 have come from Freiburg and 12 from Humboldt. Students come from 18
different countries- Poland, Austria, Germany, Italy, Czech Republic, Singapore, Greece, Chile, USA, China,
Denmark, Switzerland, Canada, Argentina, South Africa, Indonesia, Mexico and Russia.

Jawaharlal Nehru Institute of Advanced Study (JNIAS): It has been an extremely productive year for JNIAS. During
the period under report, INIAS offered 27 fellowships to academics from around 14 countries. The Fellows interacted
with various Centres/Schools of the University and also took part in the Seminar Series at the institute. JNIAS also
organized 4 Conferences and 2 Workshops/seminar series during the period. In a new initiative, JNIAS has begun
publishing an E-Newsletter from March 2015 to publicize its activities. JNIAS also organized 2 major conferences
and the Fellows’ Seminar Series during this period.

Sports Activities: JNU students have participated in many competitions outside and have won medals. JNU’s
physically challenged and visually impaired students namely Nidhi Mishra, and Prince Kumar won gold medals in
Delhi State Para Athletics Meet and Chess Tournament respectively. The Sports Office provided them all possible
technical and logistic support.

Health Centre: Apart from various wellness facilities, the Health Centre provides psychological counseling at the
Health Centre to help the patients cope up with stress and a patient care ambulance to disabled persons for taking
them to hospital for treatment and physiotherapy. It also provides online appointment system for specialists’
O.P.D.’s for the beneficiaries of the Health Centre.

Cultural Activities: JNU has students from different regions of the country and abroad bringing with them a
repertoire of regional cultures and customs. They try to present their indigenous talents, in the various events
organized throughout the year under the aegis of the Cultural Committee of the University. There are nine Clubs:
Debating, Drama, Film, Fine Arts, Literary, Music, Nature & Wild Life, Photography and UNESCO.

Human Resource Development Centre organized 5 Orientation Programmes, 9 Refresher Courses and 2 Short Term
Courses with 188, 286, and 48 participants respectively

Institutional Ethics Review Board (IERB): The University has an Institutional Ethics Review Board (IERB) for
bringing greater responsibility, transparency and accountability into research involving ‘human subjects’. During the
year, IERB held and reviewed a total of 28 research proposals. An annual conference was held in January, 2016 on
“Revisiting the Discourse on Duties and Responsibilities in Health Research”.

International Collaboration: A large number of Universities from all over the world are seeking academic
collaboration with JNU. During the year under report, 34 Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) and 13 Agreement
of Cooperation (AoC) were signed with various foreign Universities/ Institutions.

JNU Alumni Affairs Cell and Alumni Association of JNU (AAJ): JNU recognizes its alumni as its important stake-
holders in its continued quest for excellence in education. The Association has been taking keen interest in bringing
more and more members to its fold who are spread all over the world.

In the current Parliament, there are seven JNU alumni. JNU alumni are also holding other high ranking positions in
Government, academics, industry, media and in almost all walks of life. We take pride in their achievements.

Equal Opportunity Office: Equal Opportunity Office has undertaken several activities like organizing remedial
classes, workshops, seminars and lectures, striving to create a barrier free campus for the disabled, setting up of

Computer at each examination centre shall be provided for Visually Challenged candidate who have requested
through the application form already filled online.

The pool of qualified writers in the University will be constituted at Centre/School and a circular in this regard
will be issued by the Office of Controller of Examination.

Visually Challenged students can record class room lectures with the permission of concerned faculty.
The following guidelines may be included in the Prospectus:-

Visually impaired candidates have been given option to either arrange for a Scribe on their own OR ask for
a Scribe to be arranged by the Presiding Officer of the Examination Centre. Accordingly, two separate lists
of visually impaired candidates will be provided to Examination Centre. In case the Scribe is arranged by
the candidate on his/her own, the verification of identity of the Scribe shall be made by the Presiding
Officer of the Examination Centre.

Criteria like educational qualification, marks scored, age of other such restrictions for the scribe/reader/lab
assistant should not be fixed. However, Invigilators are advised to be more vigilant to ensure that the
candidates using Scribe/Reader/Lab Assistant do not indulge in malpractices like copying and cheating
during the examination. Proper seating arrangement on the ground floor should be made prior to the
commencement of the examination to avoid confusion/distraction during the day of the examination. The
time of giving the question papers should be marked accurately and timely supply of supplementary papers
should be ensured.

There should be flexibility in accommodating any change in scribe/reader/lab assistant in case of
emergency. The candidates should also be allowed to take more than one scribe/reader for writing different
papers especially for languages.

The procedure of availing the facility of scribe should be simplified and the necessary details should be
recorded at the time of filling up the forms.

The disability certificate of 40% and above issued by the competent medical authority at any place should
be accepted across the country. The same would be verified from the original by the Presiding Officer (i.e.
the Principal of the concerned Centre) before granting permission to take the exam. As per rules no
concession is permitted for below 40% disability. The candidate must carry the original disability certificate
to the examination centre at the time of the examination.

The word “extra time or additional time” that is being currently used should be changed to “compensatory
time” and the same should not be less than 20 minutes per hour of examination for persons who are making
use of scribe/reader/lab assistant. All the candidates with disability not availing the facility of scribe may be
allowed additional time of minimum of one hour for examination of 3 hours duration. This compensatory
time would not be permitted more than 90 minutes in any case, whatsoever.

The Presiding Officer will make arrangement of suitable number of Computers with accessories including
UPS etc. A technical person should be engaged during the exam days. The University will bear the
expenses towards hiring of computers and technical staff at the examination centres as per rules of the
University.

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School of Arts and Aesthetics (SAA)

The School of Arts and Aesthetics comprising three disciplinary streams viz Cinema studies, Visual studies and Theatre
and Performance studies has consolidated itself as the only School of its kind in India dedicated to the study and research
of the arts. While committed to a holistic study of the arts and inter-disciplinary dialogue the three streams have also
focused on establishing and creating its own specialized disciplinary paradigms.

Major Achievements

The faculty initiated a number of collaborative projects at both national (UPOE) and international levels (Indo-
German Higher Education Partnership and a British Academy project for Theatre Performance Studies, titled
Cultures of the left: Performance and Manifestation) with new research projects and conversations across
disciplines and specific focus areas for teaching and research. The research projects include faculty and research
scholars’ participation in colloquiums, workshops and publications, with the objective of expanding the disciplinary
paradigm through national, international and inter-disciplinary dialogue. In addition the two- year UGC-UKIERI
collaborative project between JNU and Warwick with SAA came to a productive end to coincide with the
conference of the International Federation for Theatre Research and finalizing a publication consisting of sixteen
essays from political studies, theatre and performance studies, cinema studies, media studies and visual art studies.
The project in its two years has held exchange programmes, curated panels at conferences, held five colloquia and
brought out one online edited journal as well the awaited book. The end of the collaborative project has coincided
with the initiation of a new project, supported by the British Academy Grant.

The School traversed new grounds in theory-practice interface and organized a fifteen-day intense workshop-field
trip to Serendipity Art Festival, Goa, and Kochi Biennale (25-31 December 2016). M.Phil. and second year Masters
students joined the tour and engaged with an intense study of the contemporary art scenes at the two venues. The
students watched the performances at the various venues, went to all the art exhibitions, and interacted with artistes
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and the artiste community, in addition to doing a guided tour under the local historian-architect guide. At Kochi the
students also performed at the student biennale.

. The School, preparing for its expansion with three additional Masters programmes, has continued with workshops,
discussions, brain-storming and preparation to build up teaching resources. Founding a new studio theatre in this
context, as infrastructural support, has been initiated with the support of the Ministry of Culture, Government of
India.

The School of Computational and Integrative Sciences, Jawaharlal Nehru University, presently houses the Center for
Computational Biology and Bioinformatics, a Center of Excellence of the Department of Biotechnology, Government of
India. Additionally SCIS has initiated the Center for Complex Systems, introduced and supported in the XIIth Plan by
the UGC. The overriding objective of the School is to develop and apply computational methods in different disciplines.
This mission is reflected in the diverse faculty profile of the school which comprises researchers from fields as varied as
Genomics, Computational Biology, Plant Biology, Complex Systems, Bioenergy, Statistical Data Analysis and
Modeling, Theoretical and Computational Chemistry, Petri nets and Graph Theory, Mathematical Biology,
Computational Radio Frequency and Microwave, and Antenna applications for Biomedical application.

Study Programmes

Teaching and research programmes in Computational and Systems Biology involve research, development, and
application of computational tools and approaches for expanding the use of biological, agricultural, medical, behavioral
or health data, including efforts to acquire, store, organize, archive, analyze, or visualize such data. In addition, research
programmes involve the development and application of data analytical and theoretical methods, mathematical modeling
and computational simulation techniques to the study of biological, behavioral, and social systems. The School has
initiated a programme in Complex Systems which will study the behavior of mathematical, physical, living and social
systems, identify patterns that underlie these inter-related systems, and examine properties such as emergence, evolution,
network, structure and dynamics of these systems in a competitive environment

Teaching and research programmes are supported by good computational and communication infrastructure. Each
student is provided with a desktop/workstation, and the School manages a centralised facility for high-performance
computers, consisting of computer clusters with multiprocessor nodes, large-memory nodes and GPUs to facilitate
specialized research. The school takes pride in being among the country’s best institutions in imparting high-value
employability-related skills to its students such as in genomics data analytics, molecular simulations, data science and
financial modelling and simulation.

The School has also set up a small-scale experimental facility to validate theoretical predictions. In addition the high
performance computing facility has been strengthened with multi-core computing systems and nodes with necessary high

speed connectivity.

The School organizes seminars/symposiums regularly for the benefit of the academic community. The SCIS also has
active and fruitful collaboration and cooperation with leading Institutes within India and abroad.

International Research Workshop in Cloud Computing (RWCC-2016)

The School of Computer and Systems Sciences organized 3" International Research Workshop in Cloud Computing
(RWCC-2016) on 22-23 December, 2016 at Convention Centre, JNU. This was the third consecutive RWCC workshop
being organized annually. Previous two workshops were more focused on Cloud aspect and Cloud related research
issues. The focus of RWCC-2016 was more on Internet of Things (IoT) related research and technologies as the Cloud
world is evolving towards IoT.

Cloud computing has become a business model, numerous IT vendors promise to offer computation, storage, and
application hosting services. Also to provide coverage in several continents, a service level agreements (SLA) is executed
for their services. While these “clouds” are the natural evolution of traditional data centers, they are distinguished by
exposing resources (computation, data, and applications) as standards-based Web services and following a “utility”
pricing model where customers are charged based on their utilization of computational resources, storage, and transfer of
data. They offer subscription-based access to infrastructure, platforms, and applications. Further, as the sensors are
gaining prevalence, IOT are upcoming which needs Cloud for support.

Researchers from India and abroad attended and demonstrated their research pursuits in the area of Cloud Computing and
IoT- related technologies. The workshop was inaugurated by the Dr. Omkar Rai, Director-General, Software Technology
Parks of India. The inaugural function was presided over by the Vice-Chancellor Prof. M. Jagadesh Kumar. The first day
of the Research Workshop was equipped with many distinguished talks from Academia and Industry. Prof. Rajkumar
Buyya, Professor of Computer Science and Software Engineering and Director of the Cloud Computing and Distributed
Systems (CLOUDS) Laboratory at the University of Melbourne, Australia gave a keynote address on “New Frontiers in
Cloud Computing for Big Data and Internet-of-Things (IoT) Applications”. It was followed by a talk of a well-known
researcher and Professor in Economics Prof. Krishnendu Ghosh Dastidar, Centre for Economic Studies and Planning,
JNU, who spoke on “On some aspects of scoring auctions”. This was very relevant as the Cloud resource provisioning
highly applies Auction/Bargaining. The post- lunch session on 22 December, 2016 had three important talks by
renowned researchers. Prof. Debashis Saha, MIS and Computer Science Group, Indian Institute of Management (IIM)
Calcutta, delivered a keynote on “Emerging Role of Cloud Computing in IoT-enabled Industry 4.0”. Dr. Karthik
Bharadwaj, CEO and Founder, meghasevA Pvt Ltd, Sydney, Australia, spoke on “The Application of Cloud Computing
and Internet-of-Things (IoT) in Energy Conservation and Efficient Energy Ultilization”. Dr. Satish Narayana Srirama,
Head of Mobile & Cloud Lab, Institute of Computer Science, University of Tartu, Estonia delivered on ‘“Mobile and
Cloud Centric Internet of Things”.

The Next Day of the workshop started with the keynote by Dr. Geetha Manjunath, who is heading the Data Analytics
Research Group of Xerox Research Centre, Bangalore. She gave the industry touch and correlated Cloud and Big Data
speaking on “Cloud requirements for Big Data Applications”. The next to speak was Prof. Jemal H. Abawajy, Professor
& Director, Distributed System and Security Research Cluster, Deakin University, Australia. He delivered a keynote on
“Energy-efficient cloud data-centre scheduling algorithm”. A young professor from Sweden, Dr. Karan Mitra, Lulea
University of Technology, Sweden spoke on “A Mobile Cloud Computing System and Probabilistic Cloud QoS
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Diagnosis and Prediction”. A hands on training session was organized by Dr. Anupinder Singh of Superwits Academy,
Ludhiana, India. He started with an Introduction to CloudSim and its architecture followed by simulating various
scenarios using Clouds. In this, he elaborated on how to test various research models developed for Cloud using
CloudSim.

GIAN Course on “Spatial Data Analytics”

Dr. Ayesha Choudhary and Professor Sonajharia Minz, School of Computer & Systems Sciences jointly coordinated the
prestigious GIAN course on “Spatial Data Analytics” from 26 — 30 December, 2016. GIAN is a unique initiative of the
MHRD to foster the environment of excellence in research through the network of world authorities in a specific area.
Under this scheme, Prof. Shashi Shekhar is a McKnight Distinguished University Professor at the Department of
Computer Science, University of Minnesota, Minneapolis, USA was invited. He is a leading researcher in the field of
spatial data analytics and a key difference-maker for the field of GIS by the most popular GIS textbook. The
interdisciplinary area of Spatial Data Analytics has emerged from the intense collaborative research of Professor Shekhar
with experts from environmental sciences, disaster management and disaster risk assessment, geographers, etc.

The course attracted 71 registrants from various educational backgrounds besides mathematics and computer science. To
name a few environmental sciences, geography, natural resource management, remote sensing and GIS, population
studies, etc. The participants were from industry, academia and research scholars from areas of Computer Science,
Geospatial studies, Geography and Regional Development.

The 5 day GIAN course comprised 15 lectures, delving upon topics such as Spatial Query Language, Spatial Networks
and Location Specific Services, Spatial Data Mining, and Emerging Trends and Research challenges. The lectures were
conducted in the lecture hall of CSRD, School of Social Sciences, JNU. Besides the lectures the course also included an
interactive session with faculty members from Centre of Regional Development, School of International Studies,
Geoinformatics, Computer Science and with Prof. Shashi Shekher to identify potential course of action towards further
research collaborations. The coordinators received appreciate the cooperation and required support from university GIAN
course coordinator and the concerned secretariat.

Workshop on Fuzzy and Rough Sets for Knowledge Discovery

Data Science has emerged as an area to facilitate the computation in spite of the issues and challenges to analyse the
continuously growing enormous volume of heterogeneous data. A group of faculty from the School of Computer &
Systems Sciences carry out research in various subareas of Data Science. On behalf of the School, Professor Sonajharia
Minz and Dr. Aditi Sharan jointly organized the Workshop on Fuzzy and Rough Sets for Knowledge Discovery during 5-
9 September, 2016.

The international resource persons delivered talks and conduct tutorials during the eighteen sessions. The star speaker
was Padmashri Professor Sankar Kumar Pal, the former director of Indian Statistical Institute, Kolkata, the pioneer in the
area of Soft Computing. Professor Pal delivered the ke note address, presented the Developments in Soft Computing in
the 50+ years and lecture on Rough-fuzzy Computing and Granular Mining with Applications for big data. Seven
eminent professors from India, one from Poland and one from Canada, delivered talks and tutorials in the total of
nineteen sessions. The aim of the workshop was to introduce the theories and fundamentals of both mathematical/logic-
based methods for dealing with uncertainties. Therefore hands-on sessions were included to introduce various softwares
for the application of Rough Sets and Fuzzy Set concepts. A poster session was also organized to encourage the
participants to apply the new methods, concepts and techniques learnt at the workshop.

Professor Mihir Kumar Chakraborty, former professor, Calcutta University, a pioneers from India Introduced Rough Set
Theory from the perspective of Logic. The Polish professor, Dr. Skovron delivered the skype lecture detailing the bases
of Rough Sets, solution to challenges in data analysis and big data, and the current problem facing the data science
community. The richness of theory of Rough Set lies in multiple concepts of mathematics and computing. Professor
Niladri Chatterjee, IIT Delhi, deliberated on use of Rough Sets for decision making. He also dealt with the basics of
Fuzzy sets. Dr. Rajni Jain, Sr. Scientist, NCAP, New Delhi demonstrated a Rough set software tool and Professor D.K.
Chatturvedi, Dayalbag University, Agra, dealt with the application of fuzzy sets for Fuzzy Control Systems. Hewith Dr.
Ashish Chandok conducted practical sessions with Fuzzy Logic Toolkit of MATLAB.
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On the fourth day, Prof. Yiyu Yao, University of Regina, Canada through skype, delivered a talk on Three-Way decisions
emphasising on the need to integrate three-way decision. Prof. Mohua Bannerjee, IIT Kanpur introduced the
developments in the area of Logic contributing to the theoretical research in Rough Sets. Dr. Manish Joshi, North
Maharashtra University, Jalgaon, Maharashtra presented and demonstrated implementations of rough sets concepts for
clustering in data analytics. The workshop concluded with the a session on Developments in Fuzzy Logic and Fuzzy
Systems by Prof. Ranjit Biswas, Jamia Hamdard University, New Delhi and Prof. R.K. Agrawal, SC&SS, INU, New
Delhi.

A total of 55 scholars and researchers registered in the workshop. Most of them enthusiastically participated in the poster
session spilling over the last two days bringing out innovative ideas for applications of Rough set theory and Fuzzy set
theory in their ongoing research area. The workshop witnessed interactions between the participants fostering future
collaborations amongst them.

International Workshop on Big Data Analytics (WBDA-2017)

The school organized the Second International Workshop on Big Data Analytics (WBDA-2017) on 17 — 18 March, 2017
at Convention Centre, Jawaharlal Nehru University, New Delhi. The coordinators of the workshop were Prof. S.

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School of Environmental Sciences (SES)

The School of Environmental Sciences (SES) is a pioneer in India to initiate the teaching and research in Environmental
Sciences in post- graduate level. The school was established in 1974 to offers M.Sc. and M.Phil./ Ph.D. programmes in
Environmental Sciences. However as per UGC directives SES is imparting teaching of compulsory Undergraduate
Course in Environmental Sciences to the School of Languages students of JNU. The School is truly inter- disciplinary and
multidisciplinary in character focusing on Geological, Chemical, Physical and Biological components of the environment
of the earth. The faculty (14 Professors, 4 Associate Professors and 5 Assistant Professors) have diverse interests and
specializations required for understanding various earth, atmospheric and biological processes and their interactions
affecting the environment of the earth .In addition to the regular faculty, some retired faculty members are associated with
the school as Emeritus Professor and Senior Scientisst. Besides terrestrial environmental studies the school is working in
extra-terrestrial environment (sun-earth-cosmic connection) to infer climate change. Remarkable contribution has been
made in the area of remote sensing applications in earth and planetary sciences, natural resources and natural hazards
studies, hydrogeology glaciology, geochemistry, climate change Indian monsoon prediction, ewater pollution,
bioremediation, air pollution and biodiversity studies. The research fields are diversified. Publications, patents and
projects of the faculty members of School of Environmental Sciences are showing that this is the only Environmental
Sciences school in India where the research activities are diversified from the microscopic level to astrophysical variables
studies with a common goal to understand the Environment of the Earth.

The research activities of the School are broadly divided into four areas:

Area-I: With focus on non-linear dynamics, climate and weather patterns, mathematical physics, interaction of
electromagnetic radiations and ultrasound with biological systems, Noise Pollution and Energy, in
relation to environment. Remarkable contribution has been made in the area of climate change, Indian
Monsoon prediction and air pollution studies.

Area-II: With focus on geological, geophysical and geochemical processes, glaciology, Biogeochemical cycling,
Application of Terrestrial (LANDSAT, CARTOSAT, ALOS) and Extra Terrestrial (Chandrayan-1,
MOM, SOHO) remote sensing/GIS techniques in environmental sciences, hydrology, earth resource
management, rain water harvesting.

Area-III: With focus on environmental pollution, chemical dimensions of climate change and human health,
biofuels and biorefineries, soil chemistry and environmental management & environmental impact
assessment.

Area-IV: With focus on organism-environment interactions at all levels, ranging from molecular and cellular

level through individuals and populations, extending to communities and the whole ecosystems,
biological and human dimensions of global environmental changes, biotechnological applications in
bioremediation, biovalorisation and human health.

The School is distinguished for implementing National programmes like UGC-sponsored special assistance programme
(SAP)/DSA/DRS programmes, FIST programme sponsored by the DST and the ENVIS center sponsored by the Ministry
of Environment and Forests, Government of India. Academic activities of the faculties have been recognized both
nationally and internationally and several of them are recipients of prestigious awards and fellowships of national and
international Science Academies and organizations.

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School of International Studies (SIS)

The School of International Studies is engaged in teaching and research of international relations, international politics,
international trade, and area studies. It offers three Masters level courses, and an M.Phil/Ph.D programme. Students who
choose to do the Masters Programme are part of the School, while those who wish to pursue their M.Phil and Ph.D can
join any of the thirteen centres within the School. Entrance to these programmes is based on a rigorous entrance test and
selection process.

The School has a highly qualified faculty that specializes in the various field associated with the School. The faculty
draws its inspiration from the highest traditions of scholarship set by the School and the INU at large. Recently, the SIS
has opened new programmes like Energy Studies and Human Rights Programme.

The SIS was established in 1955 and is one of the oldest schools of the University. The School is highly multi-
disciplinary in its approach. The SIS has been a pioneer in establishing international relations as a distinct academic
discipline and advancing knowledge of other regions as part of Area Studies, to Indian and foreign students. The SIS has
acquired national and international reputation as a centre of advanced learning.

In its very early years, the School focused exclusively on research with the Ph D programme being at the core of its
academic activities. However, subsequently after becoming a part of JNU in 1971-72, the School added M.Phil
curriculum to its academic programme. Later in 1973-74, the School started offering a two-year MA (Politics:
International Studies) programme, which was further strengthened by offering an MA programme in Economics (with
specialization on World Economy) at the Economic Division of the Centre for Studies in Diplomacy, International Law
& Economics in 1995-96. The School started offering two year MA (International Relations and Area Studies
Programme) from Monsoon Semester 2015-16.

Over the years, admissions have become fiercely competitive with the School attracting the brightest minds from India
and abroad. The School, as on 31 March, 2017 awarded 1698 Ph.Ds and 4216 M.Phil degrees

Admissions to various academic programmes at the School are supplemented by financial assistance (details available at
JNU website). Further, a number of our M.Phil/PhD students also qualify the UGC/JRF, RGF, MANF fellowships.

Presently, the School has 105 faculty members: 60 Professors, 18 Associate Professors and 27 Assistant Professors, 2
Prof. Emeritus, 2 Research Assistants and 2 Documentation Officers. The faculty strength is further supplemented by
several prestigious Chairs being instituted at the School (Appadorai Chair, Nelson Mandela Chair (CAS), Jean Monet
Chair in CES and Chairs in Environmental Law and Space Law). The faculty of the School, by advancing pedagogical
and applied knowledge, have established global reputations in their respective areas of expertise. It is also a matter of
pride that several of our faculty members are on important government and non-government bodies, while others
constantly engage with public discourses and civil society issues.

The School also engages with issues of contemporary relevance by organizing regular national & international seminars,
workshops and symposia on various aspects of area studies, bilateral relations and themes relating to study of
international relations. The School also holds annual extension lectures (Pt. Hriday Nath Kunzru Memorial Lectures) on
various themes relating to contemporary international relations. In 2015-16, the Kunzru Memorial Lecture was held on 4-
9 April, 2016 on the theme of ‘Migration and Refugees in International Affairs’.

The School also publishes a refereed quarterly journal, International Studies, which publishes original research articles
on international relations and area studies. The journal, from its inception in 1959, has been publishing original research
articles and has received international recognition. The School is known for the large number of seminars and workshops
that all the Centres organize on multiple issues and themes. A large number of dignitaries, academics and others visit the
School regularly.

For the first time the School organized in December 2016 Winter School lectures for foreign diplomats based in India.
Due to its growing popularity it will be offered now on a regular basis.
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The School also has UGC sponsored/ funded Area Studies Programms like Gulf Studies in CWAS, Centre for Russian &
Central Asian Area Studies Programme in CRCAS, European Area Studies Programme in CES, Francophone Area
Studies Programme in CAS and Centre for Inner-Asian Studies in CIAS. Foreign languages like Arabic, Japanese,
German, Russian and others are taught in the various Centres.

This is the first full- fledged Area Studies Masters programme offered in India.

About the Centres

Centre for Comparative Politics and Political Theory

The Centre, which began as a programme with a faculty of two, was recognized as a full Centre for Comparative Politics
& Political Theory, in the School of International Studies, in 2008. CCPPT currently has 6 faculty members — 3
professors, 1 Associate Professor and 2 Assistant Professors. The Centre offers four MA core courses — Indian Politics,
Comparative Politics, Political Thought I and Political Thought II and 1 optional MA course - Critical thought in the
Global South.

At present 16 students are continuing their Direct PhD in the centre. In 2016, CCPPT began an M.Phil programme with
11 students.

Centre for European Studies

The Centre for European Studies is a multi-disciplinary department in the School of International Studies which
aims to promote teaching, research, and outreach activities that improve the understanding of Europe, the European
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Union and Indo-European/India-EU affairs. The Centre became functional in 2005. It was an outcome of the larger
restructuring exercise initiated by the School in 2004 following which it came into existence by merging the West
European Division of the erstwhile Centre for American and West European Studies (CAWES) and the East
European Division of the erstwhile Centre for Russian, Central Asian and East European Studies (CRCA&EES).
The Centre for European Studies aims to develop a pool of experts on Europe. Every year, the Centre admits about
twelve to fifteen students in its M.Phil. Programme. Currently more than 60 students are on the rolls of the Centre
for MPhil/Ph.D programme. Students are pursuing research on wide ranging issues of security, economy, European
integration, society and politics. The main objective of the programme is to prepare candidates for inter-disciplinary
doctoral research on Europe. The M.Phil./Ph.D. research in the Centre is of high-quality, both in rigour and
relevance. Since the research in the Centre is interdisciplinary in nature, efforts are made to expose students to other
social science subjects which go beyond their parent disciplines. Learning of at least one European language (apart
from English) is a critical component of the research programme of the Centre. A one- year language course is
compulsory for all students. From July 2014 the Centre has introduced French language course in addition to
German which had been offered since 2005. In the newly emerging globalizing international environment, the
emphasis is given to broad social science concepts along with specific European issues. Apart from empirical
research on Europe, students are also encouraged to develop skills in broader theoretical research and analysis. The
Centre has also identified the Nordic region as a focus area of research/teaching and a joint course on
“Contemporary Issues in the Nordic Region” will be offered from the next academic year.

It is noteworthy that of the three original Divisions of the Centre, the two on International Organization and Disarmament
were extremely innovative and remain rare in the university system of today. Soon afterwards, a separate division on
Political Geography was also created in the Centre. In the latest restructuring of the School of International Studies in
2005, a new division of Diplomatic Studies (which was earlier part of another Centre) — was merged with CIPOD. The
Diplomatic Studies division, since its inception in 1970, has been involved in teaching and research in historical and
contemporary issues in diplomacy. In the year 2007, the Diplomatic Studies and Disarmament Studies have been merged
into one Division, to be known as Diplomacy and Disarmament Studies Division (DAD).

In the reporting year, the Centre had 189 M.Phil and Ph.D. students: 49 in International Politics (INP), 45 in International
Organization (ORG), 66 in Diplomacy and Disarmament Studies (DAD), and 24 in Political Geography (POG) and one
Research Affiliate from Mexico. During the year, the Centre admitted into the Centre’s M. Phil /Ph. D. Programme: 07 in
INP, 10 in ORG, 13 in DAD and 08 in POG.

Centre for International Trade and Development

The Centre for International Trade and Development (CITD) is perhaps the only economics department in the country
focusing exclusively on international economics and economic development as its main areas of teaching and research,
specialising in areas like trade and investment, technology, environment and natural resources, health and nutrition,
finance, law and economics, poverty, inequality, and education. CITD was established as an independent centre in the
School of International Studies in July 2005. Prior to this the Centre was known as the International Trade and
Development division as part of the erstwhile Indian School of International Studies, which integrated the School of
International Studies with Jawaharlal Nehru University when it was established in the early 1970s.

Over the years the Centre has created a niche for itself with teaching and research focus on International Economics and
Economic Development. The Centre offers three programs in Economics: MA in Economics (with specialization in
World Economy), MPhil in International Trade and Development and PhD in Economics. The curriculum has been
designed with a clear emphasis on emerging global. This MA programme has proved to be highly successful, and is one
of the most popular MA Economics programmes in the country.
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Faculty members strive to maintain highest academic standards in teaching, and produce high quality, cutting-edge
research and regularly publish articles in the leading academic journals of their field. They also provide policy inputs in
their respective specialization fields, and have been conferred with various honours, awards and distinctions for their
academic and professional contributions.

The Centre runs a discussion paper series for early dissemination of research results, The Centre also conducts weekly
seminars and organizes workshops/ conferences on select themes to expose students to recent developments in the
discipline of economics and provide a stimulating research environment.

Centre for Russian and Central Asian Studies

The Centre for Russian and Central Asian Studies is engaged in teaching and research of the Eurasian region which
includes Russia, the Central Asian Republics, states in south Caucasus, Baltic countries, Ukraine, Belarus and Moldova.
The region is important because it lies in India’s extended neighbourhood and has become strategically very important in
recent time. India has strong ties with the states of the region historically, strategically and for economic and geopolitical
interests. Hence the Centre is involved in research on a very significant area.

The Centre is recognised for advance research, knowledge and scholarship on the region not just in India but across
South Asia, Central Asia, Russia and elsewhere. Faculty members and researchers from the Centre link with scholars
from many countries as this report shows. Students from this Centre after finishing their research join academic and
research related occupations and are known for their contribution in all parts of India and abroad.

Centre, previously known as the Centre for Soviet and East European Studies, was the largest area studies centre in the
country and was accorded great importance. The Centre is the premiere department in the country for research and
teaching on Russia, Central Asia and other republics of the former Soviet Union. Since its inception in 1975, primary aim
of the Centre is to foster an interdisciplinary research and insight on issues pertaining to this region by bringing together
scholars, trained in diverse social science disciplines. We have an excellent community of scholars who specialize in
disciplines ranging from Political Science, International Relations, History, Economics and Sociology to Russian
Language and Literature. The Centre encourages interdisciplinary thinking and promotes opportunities for meeting,
interaction and exchange of views with scholars from India and abroad. In terms of facilitating academic interaction, the
Centre regularly organizes international/national seminars, round table discussions, talks and lectures.

The Centre has a regular M.Phil/Ph.D programme and offers courses for two M.A. programme of the School of
International Studies. The number of seats available for M.Phil/Ph.D programme in the Centre is approximately 40 every
year. Since 1978, the Centre has immensely benefited from the UGC Area Studies Programme in terms of faculty
appointment, capacity-building, research based on primary sources and fieldwork, collaborative endeavours with scholars
and institutions in former Soviet republics and interaction. Our international seminars bring large number of scholars
from India and abroad to deliberate on issues of common interest. The Centre faculty has a large number of research
publications that add to the generation of Indian perspectives on various issues relating to politics, society, economy and
foreign policy of the states in the Eurasian region. It has fulfilled the original ideas inherent in the creation of Area
Studies Programmes in the Country — interdisciplinary research, and to develop knowledge based on independent and in-
depth research. The Ph. D research of scholars and faculty reveal the breadth and depth of inter-disciplinary research
done in the Centre. Through field-works and interaction with scholars and policy makers in post-Soviet countries, the
faculty members and research scholars have provided different perspectives on various aspects of post-Soviet
development.

The Centre has a library-cum-reading room entirely out of its own resources and those of individual faculty member’s
contributions and without any fund support from outside. It has a collection of about 1,200 books and journals, including
some rare ones. Under the Area Studies grant, the Centre procure books written on various themes such as economy,
political system, society, culture, energy security, terrorism, geo-politics, foreign policy etc. related to Russia and Central
Asian Republics. These books have been kept in the reference section of the main library of the university.

The Centre invites as visiting faculty foreign scholars from post-Soviet countries, some of whom spent a month each as
visiting professors, while others delivered lectures in the Centre.
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Centre for West Asian Studies

The Centre for West Asian Studies conducts teaching and research programmes covering countries of West Asia and
North Africa. It specializes in domestic politics, foreign policy and socio-economic issues pertaining to countries
extending from Morocco in the west to Iran in the east. The Centre conducts M.Phil and Ph.D. programmes and actively
participates in and offers courses for the M.A. programme of the School of International Studies. It organizes periodic
national and international seminars on important themes concerning West Asia and North Africa. Weekly student-
faculty meetings (on every Thursday) offer opportunities for academic presentations for students and faculty and to listen
to many scholars from national and foreign universities and institutions. The Centre provides an active intellectual
environment for an interdisciplinary understanding of this dynamic region.

The Gulf Studies Programme (GSP) of the Centre was established in March 1978. It has developed into a vibrant centre
of activities organizing seminars, symposia and lectures besides teaching research and publications. Initially, the focus of
its activities was confined to the Gulf Cooperation Countries, i.e. Saudi Arabia, Kuwait, UAE, Oman, Qatar and Bahrain,
now, Iran, Iraq and Yemen are also covered. It has been promoting studies on issues of contemporary relevance and of
academic importance. In promoting these studies, the focus is not only on the emerging political, economic and strategic
dimension of bilateral relations but also on policy framework. Other areas include Religious Revivalism in the Gulf
Region; Non-Resident Indian Entrepreneurs from the Gulf: Democratic Movements and Processes; Arms Race in the
region and India; and the Gulf and India’s Energy Security.
*  The CWAS continues to be an active centre for research and teaching. A total of 106 students were registered for the
various teaching programmes in this period, 31 for M.Phil. 40 for Pro-Ph.D. and 35 registered for Ph.D. programme
of the Centre during the period of the annual report.

Centre for Inner Asian Studies

The Centre for Inner Asian Studies became an independent Centre in August 2013. The Centre has four Professors, one
Associate Professor, 2 Assistant Professors, one Research Associate and one Post-Doctoral Fellow. During the academic
year (2016-17) under review, the student intake is about 20.

The faculty members of the Centre have contributed immensely to the Centre’s academic pursuit through high quality
publications in the form of books and research papers, both at the national and international level. Four books and 20
chapters/ research articles in books and journals were published.

The faculty members have participated in various national and international seminars, conferences and workshops, and
presented papers, chaired sessions and acted as moderators. They have also occupied positions as members of national
and international academic institutions, organizations etc.

Almost all the faculty members have undertaken research projects on the thrust areas of the Centre for which almost all
went for field trip to their respective areas of studies.

Students of the Centre have been active in publishing research papers and participating in national and international
seminars. The Students have also started panel discussions organized and participated by the students. The students,
through the Student-Faculty Committee (SFC), have been active in giving inputs to the Centre. As part of the Centre’s
mandate, scholars of repute from China and beyond are affiliated under UGC Area Studies Programme.

In order to add more strength to the research activities of the Centre, students and faculty members are allowed to
undertake field visits under the UGC Area Studies Programme.

Centre for Indo-Pacific Studies

The Centre for Indo-Pacific Studies (CIPS) is a new Centre created in 2013 keeping in view the profound shifts that are
taking place around India and India's rapidly rising stakes in the Indian Ocean and East Asia. Equally, it is also a
reflection of today’s geopolitical realities. The Indo-Pacific as a region is emerging as the new template of reference
since the confluence, interdependence and interface of the Indian and Pacific Oceans are getting strengthened not merely
economically but geo-strategically as well. The Indo-Pacific, comprising a vast spatial continuum spread from the Indian
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Ocean all the way up to West Pacific, including the crucial regions such as Southeast Asia and South Pacific, also brings
forth India’s centrality and its relationship with regions in the Indo-Pacific quite distinctly. The primary areas the
Centre’s focus are Southeast Asia, the South Pacific and the Indian Ocean. First of its kind anywhere in the world,
CIPS’s intent is to break new ground by focusing its research and teaching on new frontiers of knowledge and bring out
newer dimensions of a rapidly changing world. The programme is supported by competent and dedicated team of faculty
committed to high quality teaching and research. Plans are afoot to expand and develop it into a leading Centre of
academic excellence.

The Centre offers courses in all the three programmes of study offered by the School of International Studies at the MA,
M.Phil and Ph.D levels. The idea is to draw talented students from the graduate level programme to pursue their interests
and engage in research at the M.Phil and Ph.D programmes. Several courses are offered across two MA level
programmes at the school — MA (PIS) and MA (IRAS).

Since the establishment of the Centre for Indo-Pacific Studies in 2013 approximately 45-50 students have been awarded
M.Phil degrees and approximately 12-14 students have been awarded Ph.D degrees. )

Centre for East Asian Studies

The Centre for East Asian Studies is one of the thirteen Centres in the School of International Studies, Jawaharlal Nehru
University, New Delhi. Initially, established as a Centre for Chinese and Japanese Studies, it subsequently grew to
include Korean Studies as well.

The students of the Centre are drawn from various social sciences and humanities such as History, Political Science,
Economics, Sociology, International Relations and Chinese, Japanese and Korean languages. The key objective is to
impart an interdisciplinary knowledge and understanding of the foreign policy, government and politics, society and
culture and political economy of the respective areas. Students can explore new and emerging themes such as East Asian
regionalism, the evolving East Asian Community, the rise of China, resurgence of Japan and the prospects for
reunification of the Korean peninsula. Additionally, the Centre lays great emphasis on enhancing language skills. The
academic curriculum covers various dimensions of modern and contemporary East Asia -China, Japan and Korea — one
of the most dynamic and significant regions of the world today. The M. Phil programme involves two semesters of
classes followed by dissertation over the next two semesters. A total number of 110 students are currently registered
(about 59 in Chinese Studies, 40 in Japanese studies and 11 in Korean Studies) in the M. Phil and Ph. D. Programmes.

There are eight faculty members in the Centre. Each faculty member specializes and teaches courses in an area of his/her
interest in the region. Several distinguished faculty who taught and mentored the young research scholars include late
Prof. Gargi Dutt, late Prof. P.A.N. Murthy, late Prof. G. P. Deshpande, late Prof. Naranarayan Das and late Prof. R.R.
Krishnan and Prof. K.V. Kesavan. Besides, Dr. Madhu Bhalla taught at the Centre in the Chinese Programme during
1994-2006. The faculty members of the Centre supervised 95 Ph. D. theses, (Chinese Studies 53, Japanese Studies 39,
and Korean Studies 3) and 315 M. Phil. dissertations (Chinese Studies 160, Japanese Studies 111 and Korean Studies 44)
till date. In addition, Ms Kamlesh Jain and Dr. M. M. Kunju served as the Documentation Officers in Chinese and
Japanese Studies respectively at the Centre and retired.

Several students of the Centre have been recipients of prestigious research fellowships awarded by Japan Foundation,
Mombusho (Ministry of Education, Government of Japan), Saburo Okita Memorial fellowship, Nippon Foundation,
Korea Foundation, Korean Government Scholarship (up to 4 years) under the India-Korea Cultural Cooperation
Agreement, Academy of Korean Studies Scholarship, Nehru Memorial Fellowship, China Government Scholarship (up
to 4 years) under the India-China Cultural Cooperation Agreement, and Fellowship from the Chinese and Taiwanese
Governments. Besides, students from Japan receive fellowships from the Indian Council of Cultural Relations. Apart
from the scholarships for higher studies and research available at the University level, offered by the University Grants
Commission, (Government of India) the Rajiv Gandhi Foundation and the Nehru Memorial Fund, there are a number of
scholarships are available specifically for area studies research.

Centre for International Legal Studies

The Centre for International Legal Studies conducts advanced studies and research on a vast compass of issues and
challenges in the various sub-disciplines of public international law today: Theories of International Law, International
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Human Rights Law, International Humanitarian Law, International Criminal Law, International Refugee Law,
International Environmental Law, International Dispute Settlement, International Courts and Tribunals, International
Trade Law, International Economic Law, International Energy Law, Intellectual Property Rights, Law of the Sea,
International Water Law, International Maritime Law, International Air and Space Law, International Institutional Law.
Legal research at the Centre has contributed to the articulation of ‘Third World Approaches to International Law’
(TWAIL). Through its critical engagement with mainstream scholarship and theoretical frameworks, the Centre aspires
to contribute to a deeper understanding of the theoretical premises and biases of International Law today

The School is also at
the spearhead of the highly successful Remedial Course in English under the Linguistic Empowerment Cell to all
students of the University who need to increase their competence in the language for academic purposes.

Besides teaching and research activities, the School publishes its own journal, Journal of the School of Languages (JSL),
which started publication in the seventies and has over the years published significant research on literatures, languages,
culture studies, comparative studies, and translation that cut across language boundaries. Besides, some constituent units
of the School have their own publications, like the CRS has its journal, Critic, and the CSPILAS has its journal, Hispanic
Horizon.

SLL&CS produces the very best scholars in the fields of language teaching, linguistics, literature and culture studies, as
well as internationally acclaimed translators and interpreters. As the following pages demonstrate, like previous years,
this year too, members of the School, while providing directions and visions to their respective Centres and the School in
general, have also distinguished themselves by the quality and range of their individual research, publications and other
achievements.

Thrust Areas and Future Plans

What follows is a description of the activities of the different constituent units of SLL&CS in terms of their areas of
current activities in 2016 — 2017 and proposed future plans:

Centre of Arabic and African Studies

The Centre of Arabic & African Studies offers BA (Hons.) MA and MPhil/PhD Programmes in Arabic. It also offers
four tool courses on History and Culture of the Arab World and two optional courses on Modern Hebrew Language &
optional courses in Arabic. The faculty members, apart from participating and presenting their valuable papers in
national and international conferences and symposia, have extensively contributed articles to various leading magazines
and journals of Arabic Studies and edited volumes being published in India and abroad.

In addition to this, the Centre has produced a good number of M.Phil and Ph. D scholars. Most of the research works
done by our scholars have been well appreciated by external experts and were recommended for publication. During the
period under report, 19 Ph.Ds and 20 M.Phils were awarded to different scholars.
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In future, the Centre plans to introduce short-term certificate/diploma courses in Arabic, as well as certificate/ diploma
courses in Hebrew, besides intensifying interaction with the academic institutions in the Arab world by inviting eminent
scholars to deliver lectures and interact with our students and teachers.The centre also plans to hold a series of seminars
and conferences and a young scholars’ symposium.

Centre for Chinese and South-East Asian Studies

The CCSEAS offers BA (Hons.), MA and MPhil/PhD programmes in Chinese, and Certificate of Proficiency and
Diploma of Proficiency in Bahasa Indonesia.

As for the future, the Centre plans to offer additional courses in Bahasa Indonesia, and a Tool Course on the socio-
political, cultural and historical realities of China through the medium of English for the benefit of all the undergraduate
students of the School.

Centre for English Studies

The CES offers MA and MPhil/PhD programmes in English. The programmes are interdisciplinary and transdisciplinary
in nature, in which theoretical and comparative research is undertaken in a wide range of areas emanating from linguistic,
literary and cultural studies. The Centre also offers Optional and Tool courses in English language and literature for
undergraduate students of the School and Remedial English courses for all students of the University. The thrust areas of
the Centre include British Literature, Literatures in Other Englishes (Indian, African, Australian, Canadian, and
American), contemporary literary and cultural theory, folklore and popular culture studies, classical Indian poetics and
grammatical tradition, and the theory and practice of translation.

Given the nature and range of academic engagements at CES, we envision becoming a Special Centre for English and
Cultural Studies, with autonomous and interdisciplinary linkages with foreign and Indian languages as well as other
disciplines in the humanities and social sciences.

We see the further strengthening of our research programmes as an important priority. Our plans include (a) organizing
research workshops for MPhil and PhD students at regular intervals to introduce them to new areas and methods of
research, and (b) creating a forum for regular presentations by PhD students to peers and faculty on their work in
progress, to which specialists in their areas may be invited. This will give them valuable feedback and also allow them to
share their work, and for the Centre to be apprised of the range of research being carried out.

We also look forward to further international collaborations with adequate students’ mobility, so that our researchers can
get exposed to the international best practices of research in their field. We also have future plans of promoting and
subsidising students’ publications through funds received by the Centre, to make the massive and pathbreaking research
output of the Centre more visible.

Centre for French and Francophone Studies

The CFFS offers BA (Hons.), MA and MPhil/PhD programmes in French. It pursues multidisciplinary research on the
cultural, socio-economic and political reality of France and Francophone (French-speaking) countries. Major thrust areas
of the CFFS include Language learning as well as research in French and Francophone Literature, Interpretation,
Translation, Linguistics, Language Didactics, and Culture Studies.

In future, the Centre plans to develop further the sub-Saharan francophone component in the courses offered at
Postgraduate level, as well as to introduce courses on subtitling & dubbing in films, besides developing a translation

database in collaboration with the end users. Also, the CFFS continues to strive to promote interdisciplinary research at
M Phil/PhD level in collaboration with other departments in the University and outside.

Centre of German Studies

The CGS offers BA (Hons.), MA and MPhil/PhD programmes in German. The focus of the Centre is on German Studies
as an integrative part of Culture Studies. This includes comparative and contrastive studies between German speaking
countries and India, in the areas of Culture, Translation, Methodology of teaching German as a foreign language, Applied
Linguistics, as also in fields of inquiry emerging out of socio-cultural changes such as media studies, film studies, oral
culture studies and aspects of Indo-European studies, etc. The Centre has received generous assistance from governments
and institutions of Germany, Austria and Switzerland.

As for future plans, the CGS plans to continue AOC with the University of Wuppertal, Germany. A new AOC with the
University of Freiburg, Germany, is already in place, and two colleagues will be availing the one month research
fellowship offered under the AOC in the coming summer months. Possibilities of reviving the academic cooperation with
the University of Cologne, Germany are also under consideration. The first step in this direction is a Summer School on
the Graphic Novel, which will be conducted jointly by CGS/INU, Department of German, Doon University, and
University of Cologne in September 2017. The School will involve faculty from Cologne and JNU, whereas the
participating students will be from Doon University, University of Cologne, and the MA students of CGS/JNU.
Possibilities of an AOC with the University of Bielefeld, Germany, are also being explored. The first step in this
direction is the visit of Prof Braungart, a renowned scholar, who is visiting CGS/JNU in April 2017, to give three special
lectures on German literature, and the award of three scholarships to the students of CGS/JNU to participate in the
Summer School being organized by Prof Braungart in Bielefeld in September 2017. Further, the CGS will receive 2-4
research scholars from Wuppertal, who will interact with the students of CGS and also assist in the teaching programme
in the coming Monsoon Semester. And last but not the least, the Centre will continue to cooperate with HSS Foundation
and DAAD as both agencies will continue their support to research scholars from CGS.

Centre of Indian Languages

The Centre of Indian Languages was established in 1974 with a view to undertake socially relevant and intellectually
sound research and higher studies in Indian Languages. An implicit benefit of having such a Centre was to promote the
interdisciplinary approach and a comparative perspective in the study of Indian languages & literatures in accordance
with the general orientation of JNU and SLL&CS. This perspective has been a motivation behind the course content,
teaching methodology and academic orientation of the Centre over the last three decades. The acute limitation however
had been the fact that the CIL had been forced to confine itself only to Hindi, Urdu and Hindi Translation for long, thus
virtually reducing itself to a Centre of selective North Indian Languages. However, the situation has now improved with
the inclusion of the Tamil programme and the sanction of two positions in Bangla and the establishment of a chair in
Kannada. The establishment of chairs in Marathi and Odia is almost in the final stages. Efforts are on to establish chairs
in other Indian languages too. The proposal of a School of Indian Languages, Literatures & Culture Studies is under the
consideration of the Academic Council of the University which, if it comes through, will be a step in the right directions.

Presently, the Centre offers M.A. in Hindi & Urdu, M.Phil./Ph.D. courses in Hindi, Urdu, Hindi Translation, Tamil,
Kannada (likely to be started from the next semester), ADOP Mass Media (Urdu)/COP(Urdu)/Tool/Optional in
Hindi/Urdu & Beginners courses I&II for foreign students; and altogether there are more than 600 students and research
scholars registered under various programmes and courses offered by the Centre.

The Centre has the largest number of faculty and research scholars in the School of Language, Literature and Culture
Studies.

Centre for Japanese Studies

The CJS offers BA (Hons.), MA and MPhil/PhD programmes in Japanese.

The Centre has academic and cultural exchange programmes with various educationa linstitutions, which include
operational Agreements of Cooperation with Shinnyoen, Japan, and an MoU between JNU and MOKPO International
University. The Centre also collaborates with Japan Foundation, Japanese Language Teachers Association of India
(JALTAI), Mombusho Scholars Association of India (MOSAI), etc. in organizing seminars, conferences and workshops
related to Japanese studies.

The Centre for Japanese Studies, in its endeavor to develop a variety of areas of research, has started two new courses on
Folklore and Folk Culture at the Masters Level. In this regard, a field trip of selected meritorious students of M.A and
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M.Phil (accompanied by faculty) to a Japanese University will be undertaken where the students will get an opportunity
to share their research with experts in the field. This is supported by the Japan Foundation.

The Centre is also in the process of preparing an International Seminar on Linguistics, for which funding has been
approved by Japan Foundation. This will help in developing the field of Linguistics in addition to Literature and Folklore
studies at the Masters level.

Centre for Korean Studies

The Centre for Korean Studies went into its 4th year of existence as an independent Centre quite smoothly and organized
various academic and cultural events throughout the year for the promotion of Korean Studies in India and South Asia.
Future plans include consolidation of ongoing programmes and improvement in the research output of the Centre. Also,
collaboration with foreign Institutions and Governments shall continue in an effort to enhance academic research as well
as professional opportunities for the students.

Centre for Linguistics

The Centre for Linguistics offers MA and MPhil/PhD programmes in Linguistics as well as Optional courses in
Linguistics for undergraduate students of the School.

It is one of the leading centres for linguistics and language studies in India and focuses on core areas such as phonetics,
phonology, morphology and syntax, as well as on areas in interdisciplinary language studies such as psycholinguistics
and sociolinguistics. The CL is also known for its expertise in Semiotics and in the Indian grammatical tradition. Some of
the other areas of research by the faculty include language typology and sign language, with bio-linguistics being an
emerging area of common interest among the faculty.

Centre of Persian and Central Asian Studies

The CPCAS offers BA (Hons.), MA and MPhil/PhD programmes in Persian, and Certificate of Proficiency, Diploma of
Proficiency and Advanced Diploma of Proficiency in Pushtu and optional courses in Turkish. The thrust areas of the
Centre include modern and medieval Persian literature, translation from and into Persian and English, Indo-Iran relations,
and Area Studies involving Iran, Afghanistan, Tajikistan and Uzbekistan.

The future plans of the Centre include upgradation of its Pushtu programmes to the degree level, and introduction of
programmes in the Uzbek language.

Centre of Russian Studies

The CRS offers BA (Hons.), MA and MPhil/PhD programmes in Russian. It was founded in 1965 as an independent
Institute of Russian Studies, and became a founding constituent of JNU in 1969. The thrust areas of the Centre include
Russian philology, Russian literature, and Comparative Studies. The Centre also publishes its own journal, Critic and has
a film club ‘RUKI’ (Russkoe kino). As throughout its long history, this year too the Centre has been actively engaged in
strengthening its existing programmes of studies.

A complete overhaul of the syllabus is regularly undertaken in a bid to keep abreast of the everchanging scenario in the
field of Russian education in general, and more and more emphasis is given to the use to the latest technologies in
teaching. Future plans include a total revamp of the M. A. syllabus. Besides, in order to mark the 70" anniversary of Indo-
Russian Diplomatic Relations, the Centre proposes to organize a National Seminar-cum-Workshop on “Emerging Trends
in Translation Studies” (6, 7 September, 2017); an event titled “Days of Russia in India” (11 — 12 October, 2017); and
an International Conference on “Russian Studies: Changing Dimensions in Literature & Culture, Language &
Translation” (1 — 2 November, 2017).

Centre of Spanish, Portuguese, Italian and Latin American Studies

The CSPILAS offers BA (Hons.), MA and MPhil/PhD programmes in Spanish, Certificate of Proficiency, Diploma of
Proficiency, Advanced Diploma of Proficiency, and MPhil in Portuguese, and Certificate of Proficiency and Diploma of
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Proficiency in Italian. The Centre has state-of-the-art equipment and resources for studying Spanish, Portuguese, Italian
and Latin American languages and cultures. The Centre publishes its own journal, Hispanic Horizon, and this year it also
organized an International Conference in collaboration with CES, SLL&CS.

During the year under review, the four streams of academic disciplines continued to be strengthened in the ambit of their
disciplines as far as possible. Inputs from internal discussions and interaction with outside agencies/individuals have
become a part of the Centre’s vibrant academic performance, especially in the light of the application of the new
compounds of the syllabus restricted in the recent past. Keeping in mind the technological advances and their impact on
pedagogy under the e-PG-Pathshala initiative the Centre has successfully completed all the requisite 16 Papers in Spanish
and they are being uploaded on the MHRD/UGC website.

In future, previous courses such as Certificate of Proficiency and Diploma of Proficiency (COP & DOP) shall be
reintroduced in Spanish and Portuguese. Further, MOUs signed by the Centre shall be renewed during the course of the
year. Also, exchanges of students and faculty shall be encouraged to ensure free flow of ideas and to develop new
research interests. The Centre is also working towards developing MOOCs for MHRD and UGC, besides another lot of
MOOC courses for JNU. The next International Conference on Hispanism, which has been met with a very warm
response previously, shall be organised shortly to encourage the participation of Indian and International scholars and
academicians.

Language Labs and Multimedia Complex

The Language Labs and Multimedia Complex (LLC)— housed in an acoustically treated, air-conditioned building
adjacent to the SLLCS, and in the SLLCS Building itself — is one of the best developed complexes of its kind in Asia. It
houses three Multimedia Language Labs, three Audio Active Language Labs, a Phonetics Lab, six AudioVisual Rooms,
an Internet Room for students, an Auditorium with film projection facilities, and a state-of-the-art Conference Room with
multi-channel simultaneous interpretation and video conferencing facilities. The LLC also has a Studio with recording,
editing and duplication facilities for audio and video. All facilities of the LLC are extensively used for teaching and
research from 9 am to 4 pm on all working days. In future, the LLC plans to upgrade its existing studio and transfer its
rich software resources from analog to digital format.
