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CIRCULAR

All concerned are hereby advised to adhere to the following guidelines while celebrating
the festival of colours ‘Holi’ in the hostel premises:
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The Covid-19 guideline issued by the Govt. of Delhi must be followed strictly. Since
Corona infection is not yet over completely, the gathering of people beyond the
permissible numbers are not allowed and wearing face-mask is also mandatory, as
per Govt. guidelines.

The use of DJs/loudspeakers is prohibited in Holi celebrations.

Do not hurt feelings of any caste or religion during the Holi celebration.
Objectionable hoardings/posters should not be put up.

Don’t through paint or water-filled balloons at anyone.

Don't attempt to put colour forcibly on someone.

The consumption of alcohol, bhang etc. is prohibited.

Any kind of act of hooliganism, eve-teasing, obscenity is strictly prohibited.

The sentiments and dignity of all students should be respected.

10. The verbal or derogatory remarks against women are strictly prohibited.
11. The outsiders are not allowed to participate in the Holi celebration in the concerned

hostel premises.

Any violation of the above may be reported to the Security Branch. The Security Branch
of the University may maintain strict vigil during the Holi celebration and act promptly
on the complaints, if received any, to avoid any untoward incident.
