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The Vice-Chancellor visited SIS-I and SIS-II today i.e. 2" December, 2022
and took stock of the situation and interacted with the students, staff and
faculty members and asked them to be vigilant so that such incidents are
prevented in future. The Vice-Chancellor has appealed to the JNU
community to maintain the JNU ethos of inclusion, equality and harmony in

the campus.
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ADVISORY

Keeping in view of the prevailing security issues in the Campus, the Committee
suggested the following advisory to be sent to each School/Special Centre(s):

1. All Schools/Centres should have single entry/exit point.

2. Maintaining entry/exit register at the entry point of the Schools/Centres.

3. |nstallation of CCTV cameras at each floor of the Schools/Centres building.

4. A notice board regarding prevention of defacement of public property should
be fixed at appropriate place in every School/Centre building.

5. Adequate lighting of each corridor of Schools/Centres.
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_ Orientation program should be conducted to sensitize the JNU community
from time to time.

This issues with the approval of the Competent Authority.
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
