 It is a practical course and provides students an opportunity to learn and hone 

their skills in choosing a theme for their proposal.  

 It will also provide students an opportunity to learn as to how to organize and 

conduct a seminar or a symposium.

This course is evaluated by all faculty members on the basis of class participation 

and will culminate a research paper or proposal. Student participation and their keen 

interest in the discourse will be the criteria for evaluation.
